Mr. Davis, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Dorchester County Career & Technology Center Board of Trustees to order by reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance” followed by a moment of silence.
Welcome Visitors – Mr. Davis:  There were no visitors present at today’s meeting.
Approval of Agenda – Mr. Davis:  Mrs. Heatley made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the agenda for today’s meeting. The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Approval of Minutes for Meeting held November 28, 2023:  Mr. Carraher made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the minutes for the meeting held November 28, 2023.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Discussion of Board’s Bills Claims for November/December, 2023: – (Mrs. Garrick):  The Board reviewed the bills claims for November/December, 2023.

Second Reading – Policy BEDH – Public Participation at Meetings (public comment):  Mr. Davis opened up the floor for discussion.  Hearing none, Mr. Carraher made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to accept Policy BEDH for second and final reading.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
A Board Member’s Moment – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis opened up the floor for comments.  Each Board member had an opportunity to speak.
Mr. Davis congratulated Mrs. Heatley for her twenty years of service to the Center’s Board of Trustees.

This is also School Board Recognition month.  Each Board member received copies of the Governor’s Proclamation encouraging all South Carolinians to recognize the contributions of local school boards to the success of public school students across the Palmetto State.
District 2/District 4 Update:  Dr. Greg Harrison was unable to attend today’s meeting.  We will need another representative from District 4 since Dr. Hodges is no longer available to serve as ex-officio on our Board.  Benji Kennedy is the new Principal for the Middle School scheduled to open in August in District 4.  We have also been in discussions with District 4 regarding adding the all-day Agricultural program on their campus.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· The first half of the school year is almost over.  First semester ends this coming Friday.
· The enrollment numbers for second semester were discussed.

· Ms. Kitt’s Nail Tech class has been invited to do manicures at Faith Sellers Senior Center in Summerville.

· We’re continuing to meet with DCFD finishing up the installation of a new fire burn building.
· Dual credit with Trident Tech is at a standstill until they get a new president in place.

· Mrs. Connor is finished with CNA clinicals at Trolley Road.

· We’re still trying to get a qualified bid on the Diesel building for water intrusion.

· Mr. Broderick is using substitutes at Trolley Road for Cosmetology to help with the extra students that are coming all day due to exam schedules.
· Trolley Road had 12 Health Science II students take the National Health Care Assessment certification exam and 10 passed.  The other two were close. Thirteen level II students will be taking their CNA practical and written licensing exams this week.
Executive Session to Discuss Personnel Contract and Evaluation and Selection of Architectural Firm:  Mr. Carraher made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to go into Executive Session to discuss personnel contract and evaluation and selection of architectural firm.
