Mr. Davis, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Dorchester County Career & Technology Center Board of Trustees to order by reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance” followed by a moment of silence.
Welcome Visitors – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis welcomed Ms. Emily Sobczak, the representative from Greene Finney Cauley, LLP.

Approval of Agenda – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mr. Carraher, to approve the agenda for today’s meeting. The vote of the Board was unanimous.

2022-2023 Audit Presentation – Greene Finney Cauley, LLP:  Ms. Sobczak presented the results of the 2022-2023 audit of Dorchester County Career & Technology Center.  We received an “unmodified” clean opinion.  No deficiencies were reported in the Internal Control Report.
Approval of Minutes for Meeting held October 10, 2023:  After discussion, Mrs. Heatley made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the minutes for the meeting held October 10, 2023, as modified with correction regarding Policy GBK.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Discussion of Board’s Bills Claim for October, 2023: – (Mrs. Garrick):  The Board reviewed the bills claim for October, 2023.
Approval of Calendar for School Year 2024-2025:  Mrs. Heatley made the motion, seconded by Mr. Carraher, to approve the calendar for school year 2024-2025 as presented.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
A Board Member’s Moment – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis opened the floor for comments.  Each Board member had an opportunity to speak.
District 2/District 4 Update:  Dr. Greg Harrison and Dr. James Hodges were unable to attend today’s meeting. Mr. Villeponteaux gave an update on the Agriculture program for District 4 and the Career Center.  We had a zoom meeting with District 4 today regarding working with the middle school’s Agriculture summer program.
A couple of County Council members met with Mr. Villeponteaux and the two district superintendents in Summerville. It was requested that the Career Center do not move forward with seeking a bond referendum in November.  They are pushing for us to go forward with a School of Innovation or charter school rather than building a new building.  Another meeting has been scheduled for some time in December.  They also want us to look at the possibility of putting the all-day program with academics back in place.  The appraisal came in for Dr. Lafond’s office building and the lot that’s next to the Trolley Road facility.  Mr. Villeponteaux says we need to decide on which project we need to focus on more.  We need to start forming a committee to be able to make some of these decisions.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· An update was given on the fire burn containers being assembled that will be used for training.

· We are having a problem in the Diesel building with water intrusion coming up through the floor and through the walls whenever we have heavy rainfall.  After discussion it was suggested that we contact another site engineering firm to give us a quote.
· We’ve been audited by LLR in our Cosmetology program and we have failed twice.  After checking on students ability to get hours, it was suggested by State Board that we change the program from Cosmetology to Esthetics. A letter has been prepared to go out to parents explaining the situation and what is being done to fix the problem.
Executive Session to Discuss A Personnel Issue:  Mrs. Heatley made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins to go into Executive Session to discuss a personnel issue.

Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mr. Carraher, to come out of Executive Session.  No action was taken while in Executive Session.
