Mr. Davis, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Dorchester County Career & Technology Center Board of Trustees to order by reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance” followed by a moment of reflection.
Welcome Visitors – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis welcomed Mr. Mark Blacklocke.  There were no visitors present at today’s meeting.
Approval of Agenda – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Bryngelson, to approve the agenda for today’s meeting.  The motion carried unanimously.
Approval of Minutes for Meeting held August 13, 2024:  Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Heatley, to approve the minutes for the meeting held August 13, 2024.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Second Reading – Policy DKC – Expense Authorization/Reimbursement:  The Board unanimously accepted Policy DKC for second and final reading.
Discussion of Board’s Bills Claim for August, 2024: – (Mrs. Garrick):  The Board reviewed the bills claim for August, 2024.
Discussions on Negotiations on Property Available:  Mr. Villeponteaux presented a copy of the letter written to Dr. Lafond regarding the purchase of his property.  After discussion, the Board agreed that Mr. Villeponteaux contact Reeves Law Firm to compose a letter to Dr. Lafond making him an offer on the property.
A Board Member’s Moment – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis opened up the floor for comments.  Each Board member had an opportunity to speak.
District 2/District 4 Update:  There were no updates from District 2.  Mr. Mark Blacklocke, ex-officio member from District 4, gave an update on what’s happening in his District.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· We have reached our mid-term for the first nine-week period and have a total of 979 students enrolled in our programs.
· Our fire tower has been completed; the ribbon cutting ceremony is tomorrow at 2:00 p.m. with RESONAC (major donor) and Dorchester County Fire Department.  Ms. Harriet Holman will be speaking.
· The homeless people living in the apartment building attached to the storage facility that we’ve purchased have been placed on trespass notice.

· New furniture has been purchased for Electricity and Logistics to accommodate the growth.
· Two students have been expelled already since school began and we continue to work on the reckless driving issues with students.

· We continue to meet with Dr. Shane Robbins and his staff making plans and reviewing options for the short term.
· Administration is requesting to move forward with our architectural firm in developing the Trolley Road campus.  The Board unanimously agreed with this request.
· The auditing team will be here on our campus next week.

· We will be reviewing the new cell phone policy written by the State and SCSBA in order to develop one that works best for us.

· Mr. Behr brought the Board up to speed on the Agriculture programs and the community garden.
