Mr. Carraher, Chairperson, called the meeting of the Dorchester County Career & Technology Center Board of Trustees to order by reciting the “Pledge of Allegiance”.
Welcome Visitors – Mr. Carraher:  There were no visitors present at today’s meeting.
Approval of Agenda – Mr. Carraher:  Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the agenda as written for today’s meeting.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Approval of Minutes for Meeting held February 11, 2025:  Mrs. Heatley made the motion, seconded by Mr. Davis, to approve the minutes for the meeting held February 11, 2025.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Discussion of Board’s Bills Claim for February, 2025: – (Mrs. Garrick):  The Board reviewed the bills claim for February, 2025.
Approval of DCCTC Calendar for 2025-2026:  The Board discussed the differences between the approved calendars of District 2 and District 4.  Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mr. Davis, to approved the DCCTC calendar for 2025-2026 as presented.  Those in favor were Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Davis.  Mrs. Heatley was not in favor.  The motion carried.
A Board Member’s Moment – Mr. Carraher:  Mr. Carraher opened up the floor for comments.  Each Board member had an opportunity to speak.
District 2/District 4 Update:  Dr. Emily Duplantis from District 2 was unable to attend today’s meeting.  Mr. Mark Blacklocke gave an update on what’s happening in District 4.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· 15 out of 21 of our students placed that attended the SkillsUSA competitions in Columbia.  4 gold, 6 silver and 5 bronze medals were awarded and we finished 7th in the state.
· The possible relocation of the Health Science program from Dorchester to Summerville High School career building will be discussed at a later date due to the resignation of District 2’s superintendent.
· Plant sales will be March 31 to April 4.
· We have started moving budget money into programs and securing supplies and equipment for next year.

· I have consulted with attorney Jimmy Reeves again regarding the property we are purchasing in Summerville and he is drafting all necessary documents for our closing and necessary title insurance.

· Results of the meeting with the County Delegation on consolidation was discussed.  There will be another meeting on March 31st at the Summerville County Council Chamber at 6:00 p.m. 
· Robert Sineath has completed stage two of Kubota School.
· We are still waiting for the installation of our new sign that was damaged in front of the main campus.

· We have a high tunnel full of our spring flower crop that has been planted by Agriculture.

· Our spring Advisory Council Meeting will be held on Wednesday, March 19th, in Tech Skills at 12:00 p.m.
· Preliminary numbers for District 2 are in and programs with very high numbers were discussed.

· Two requests from one of our Nail Tech instructors were presented to the Board.  First, she requested to be able to teach Cosmetology rather than just Nail Tech.  After discussion, the Board agreed that it was not feasible to offer Cosmetology on this campus because of the fact that it was difficult for students to obtain the hours they needed to be completers. Her second request was to ask if we would purchase plane tickets for her students to attend a hair and nail show in Florida.  After discussion, Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to deny this request.
· The Board was given an update on the status of the repair work to be done in the Diesel building.  After discussion, all members agreed to put the repairs out for bid.
Executive Session to Discuss Director’s Evaluation/Contract:  Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to go into Executive Session to discuss the Director’s evaluation and contract.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to come out of Executive Session.  No action was taken while in Executive Session.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, that based on the discussion of the Board, an exemplary rating be given Mr. Villeponteaux for last year.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
