Notice to the Media:  In accordance to SC Code of Law, 1976, Section 30-4-80 (d) as amended, the following have been notified of the time and location of this meeting:  The Post and Courier, The Journal Scene, Dorchester Leader and the DCCTC Website.
Mrs. Garrick sent out notes to all instructors to send in their budget requests for 2026-2027. Only those who are asking for an increase in their budget need complete the form.  Each Board Member received 8-1/2 by 17 sheets depicting all of the courses and their requests for 2026-2027.  The recommendations are as follows:  Auto Tech, approved request; Building Construction, approved request; Welding, an $8,000.00 increase for supplies over last year’s budget instead of the amount requested.  All other items were approved; Architectural Design, approved request; Electricity, approved request; Tech Skills, 35 sets of folding chairs requested reduced to 12; Criminal Justice, approved half of the requested number of holsters; Agriculture, requested item denied; Logistics and Distribution, item requested denied; Welding Technology, recommended to keep the shop press and hydraulic tubing bender, delete the laser welder, and reduce supply budget to $16,000; Health Science, approved both requests; Cosmetology, reduced vacuum automatic dustpan to 1 and manikins to 20.  Machine Technology, approved steel tool roller cabinet, and recommended a smaller version of the waterjet.  Guidance at Trolley, request reduced to $2,151.49.

Mr. Villeponteaux then asked if there were any questions.  As far as salary increases, it was decided that we should wait to see what comes down from the state.  That we use the proposed increase of $2,000.00 until we get that information.  We should add Executive Session to discuss salaries to the next meeting agenda.  It was decided to pencil in a meeting scheduled for March 24 if we have the information needed to approve the budget.
The possibility of new programs and space available at other locations were discussed.
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
