Welcome Visitors – Mr. Davis:  Mr. Davis welcomed Mrs. Evelyn Infinger, a member of the District 4 School Board, and Mrs. Kayla Hand, new hire for the Payroll/Benefits position.
Approval of Agenda – Mr. Davis:  Mrs. Heatley made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the agenda as written for today’s meeting.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Approval of DCCTC Calendar for 2026-2027:  The approved calendars for District 2 and District 4 are similar for 2026-2027.  Mr. Davis asked the Board Secretary to prepare a letter to the Districts thanking them for working together to make this happen.  Mrs. Bryngelson made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the DCCTC calendar for 2026-2027.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
Approval of Minutes for Meeting Held January 13, 2026:  Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Bryngelson, to approve the minutes of the meeting held January 13, 2026.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Discussion of Board’s Bills Claim for January, 2026 – Mrs. Garrick:  The Board reviewed the bills claim for January, 2026.

District 2/District 4 Update:  Dr. Emily Duplantis gave an update on what’s happening in District 2.  Mrs. Evelyn Infinger spoke briefly about what’s happening in District 4.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· Grades are due for second semester midterm, which means we are half way through this school year.

· We are moving forward with the purchase of the lot next to the Trolley Road campus.  The current status was discussed.

· We are still working with an engineer to get the site plans in place for the county water connection.

· The current status of our bus inspections and getting staff certified so that they will be able to drive them to competitions, Skills, etc. was discussed.
· Dr. Emily Duplantis has been hired as our new Assistant Director and Curriculum Coordinator.  We’ve hired a Guidance Counselor, Carolyn Pastor, and Kayla Hand who has been hired as Payroll/Benefits Administrator.
· The conditions of our learning cottages in the area of air quality and repairs that need to be made were discussed.  Replacing these units with the aluminum facilities we discussed previously would be ideal.  These units are like temporary buildings and can be leased. We will continue this discussion in our budget meeting.
Mr. Davis asked if there were any other items we needed to discuss.  Hearing none, Mr. Jenkins made the motion, seconded by Mrs. Heatley, to adjourn the meeting.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.
