Welcome Visitors – Mr. Carraher:  Mr. Carraher welcomed Mr. James Stallsmith, one of our Welding instructors.
Approval of Agenda – Mr. Carraher:  Mr. Davis made the motion, seconded by Mr. Jenkins, to approve the agenda as written for today’s meeting.  The vote of the Board was unanimous.

Discussion of Board’s Bills Claim for February, 2026 – Mrs. Garrick:  The Board reviewed the bills claim for February, 2026.
A Board Member’s Moment – Mr. Carraher:  Mr. Carraher opened up the floor for comments.  Each Board member had an opportunity to speak.

District 2/District 4 Update:  Dr. Emily Duplantis gave an update on what’s happening in District 2.  Mrs. Evelyn Infinger spoke briefly about what’s happening in District 4.
Administrative Report – Mr. Villeponteaux:  Items discussed were as follows:
· We are moving forward with the budget process and scheduled to meet with Jason Ward and the County Finance Department on April 16th.
· Grades are due this Friday for third quarter.

· Things are moving forward with the purchase of the property next to the Trolley Road campus.  Mr. Reeves has our signed copy of the agreement.  Preliminary closing to be held on or before April 13th.
· The greenhouse now has plants and vegetables growing.  The public sale starts the week after spring break which is March 30th through April 3rd.
· We are still working with an engineer to get site plans in place for the county water connection.  The engineer reported that drawings are being prepared and submitted to the county.

· Another meeting has been scheduled with District 2 and 4, Legislators and Council members to discuss growth and improvement on April 10th.

· We had a meeting with District 4 Transportation.  Our bus inspections have been done and 3 drivers have been certified.  Other instructors have agreed to be tested during the summer.
· Parents will have the opportunity to shadow their children here at the Career Center on March 17th.  The Welding Department has twenty-five parents scheduled to attend.
